	Procedures

A. Introduction/Motivation (Set Induction/Anticipatory set)

(7 min) Warm Up –In your notebook, respond to the following:  What is the one “superhero” (can either be from a comic book, movie, or novel) that you at one time or another have told yourself “It would be cool to be them for at least a day.” Explain (5-7 sentences).

B. Lesson Activities Sequence and Procedures:  
(15 min) Mini Lesson (PowerPoint) describing and explaining how modern-day fictional heroes are simply iterations of ancient Greek mythological characters. If it were not for Greek mythology, our literary world would be completely different from the way we know it. Without Greek mythology, we probably wouldn’t have the super heroes we read, watch, or debate about today.

(25 min) In groups (3-4, RWRS), students will look up the history and background of a chosen modern-day fictional hero and an Ancient Greek Mythological character with their Chromebooks. Students will research the characteristics, history, or qualities of both Greek and modern-day fictional hero that are similar.
(25 min) Students will complete a graphic organizer comparing and contrasting their choice of heroic fictional character and choice of Greek Mythological character. Students make a character representation of how their chosen fictional character is similar to ancient Greek mythological heroes. After completing the similarities between myth and hero, they will share their character chart with other groups and explain their findings.

(10 min) In your notebook, compose an analytical paragraph on the following: “Do the attributes of a hero remain the same over time?” (5-7 sentences)

C. Closure

(5 min) Introduce Homer and The Odyssey.
